      We have experienced the power of implementing case 
management with each of our general population guests. Therefore, we have added 
experience to the Supportive Services staff as well as added a variety of different 
classes for our guests to supplement case management. The results were extremely

In Life Change, we added more practical classes through our new education 
center, including the ability to earn a GED while streamlining other classes 
that were not as impactful. We saw the very positive fruits of that labor and 
will continue the GED Program along with investigating
